Dear Madam Speaker,

In a recent public forum, my congresswoman was asked her opinion regarding impeachment against President George W. Bush and Vice President Dick Cheney. She responded that as long as Speaker Pelosi dictated that impeachment was “off the table”, her hands were tied.

Based on this information, I am writing with an urgent and crucial request; please re-consider your statement of October 2006, ‘impeachment is not on the table.’ I consider it crucial because the constitutional role of Congress is being destroyed and dismembered by this administration. By not acting you are setting a dangerous precedent and putting the future of this democracy at great risk. I consider it urgent for that same reason; without the threat of impeachment, this administration will continue to mock the laws of our country and disregard the Constitution and Bill of Rights, while they continue to wage an illegal and immoral war in Iraq, squander our reputation around the world, and drag this country deeper and deeper into debt. 

Madam Speaker, haven’t you had enough? Haven’t you had enough of this administration’s blatant disregard for the letter of the law? Haven’t you had enough of the lying, secrecy, and callous contempt for Congress that have been the calling cards of this president?  Haven’t you had enough of this president calling you and those you lead obstructionists and traitors?

I have had enough. I respectfully ask that you reconsider your position and put the impeachment of President George W. Bush and Vice President Dick Cheney back on the table.
I respectfully ask that you consider bringing the following impeachment count before the House for discussion:

· That the President and Vice President knowingly lied to the people of the United States and its elected representatives prior to the invasion of Iraq. 

If you deem the above statement to be insufficient grounds for impeachment, I respectfully ask that you consider the impeachment on these additional counts:

· That the President and Vice President approved, and continue to approve the use of torture on American-held prisoners of war, defying the Geneva Convention and United States rules of combat.

· That the President committed an act of treason by approving the release of the name of a covert agent to news organizations by his administration, an act of intimidation and punishment in response to her husband’s criticism of the war in Iraq

· That the President directed and continues to direct his staff to defy subpoenas to appear before Congress

· That the President and his administration willfully obstructed justice in the trial of the Vice President’s Chief of Staff.

· That the President instructed his staff to lie in sworn testimony before Congress and in official documents presented to Congress and the American people.

· That the President approved and authorized illegal wiretaps to spy on the American people
Every day brings more abuses. We the people cannot wait any longer. It is your obligation as Speaker of the House to provide the leadership needed to stop this slide toward totalitarianism now. Please, Ms. Pelosi, start the process. Say that impeachment is “back on the table”. Stand up for our democracy.
